If needed, remove old regulator, destroy and discard.

A. Travel Trailer installation:* Attach new regulator to existing mounting bracket. If existing holes do not align with regulator, use the
provided mounting template to drill new holes and attach the regulator with the screws included in the package (see back for template). Attach
existing Pigtail end to the regulator’s inlet (2" NPT) and the existing gas piping to the regulator’s outlet (¥/;" NPT).

B. RV basement installation:* Install POL with male pipe thread (4" NPT) to the regulator’s inlet and then connect the regulator’s outlet
to the gas piping of the RV (Use Camco POL #59203, or purchase Camco Regulator #59333 with POL preinstalled). Connect the regulator to
the cylinder’s inlet by tightening the POL to the cylinder valve.

If existing Pigtail, gas piping or fittings have different threads from the regulator, new Pigtail or fittings will be required. Have a
qualified gas technician perform if uncertain.

. Verify and make sure the regulator is installed with the regulator’s vent facing downward to prevent rain and other elements from entering the

regulator’s vent.
Check each joint and connection for gas leaks with Camco’s Gas Leak Detector (10324, 10325, 10322).

Never use a flame to check for leaks.
