Sleep mode automatically decreases the fan speed.

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Please be sure the power is OFF before adding.water

Fill the water tank by pouring water and addingirge the Ice & Water Inlet.

The water level can be seen from the water indicktcated at the lower right front
panel.

Make sure water is filled above the EMPTY mark loa water indicator.

Pour in 2/3 of water (6 Liters) and 1/3 of ice (8eks) for best cooling effect.

You can also put some ice or ice packs in the Bog” located on the top of the unit for
extra cooling (optional).

DO NOT add more than 10 Liters of water into thetewgank. The water indicator
should never rise above “Maximum” or the water tarnlk overflow.

NOTE: When operating the unit for the first time, please add water to the Maximum

level.
